Treasurer’s Report (Eric Hausman)

The Treasurer is finalizing the 2009 budget. Policy issues include a discussion regarding the
decision to pay at least minimum wage at 8.5 per hour. The Board discussed the beach/pool
dues and capital reserves impacts. The Treasurer discussed the results of an analysis regard-
ing increases in dues and associated trade offs. The Treasurer then reviewed the Sailing Club
membership (30-40 members) and process for billing those members. The Board discussed
the required Duty Day policy. Members not satisfying duty day and work party requirements will
be charged. The Board reviewed the wireless cable policy. The Treasurer reviewed budget
issues including falling CD interest rates and associated interest income, financial statements,
the water invoice and Shouter cost. The Board discussed putting the Shouter online to save
money. Other issues included Public Health, L&l posters and insurance for the pool. The
Board discussed ways to centralize a community database. Mark will form a subcommittee to
discuss details.
