While our 
covenants contain only limited restrictions, it is important that we be vigilant about enforcing 
them so the Beach can remain the wonderful place where our children, as those of past 
generations, may choose to raise their families when they grow up.

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SWIM TEAM
Hello Swim Team Families!
Thank you for participating in our recent survey about how best to fund Swim Team this 
season.  The majority expressed the desire for a set fundraising fee that would replace the 
auction we've had other years. Yet, many of you also expressed how nice 
it is to come together as a community socially. Gathering together in the
spring as we have for previous auctions distinguishes us from a “rec team” 
to the supportive environment that has been such a wonderful memory and 
character builder for the children of Sheridan Beach. With these clear 
mandates, our Fundraising Committee is pleased to announce some 
changes for 2010!  We will incorporate both a set fundraising fee, and a fabulous new   
adults-only social event!

• A $90 family fundraising fee added to the swim team registration. This, along with   
swimmer fees covers general ops, such as coaches salaries, equipment & league fees.

• We will hold an adults-only community event to raise additional funds not covered by the 
new fee, but necessary for the Swim Team Budget. Funds will primarily be raised through 
ticket and babysitting sales, instead of the required auction participation of the past.

• Tickets for this event are $25 per person and will NOT be mandatory this year.
• We will be asking Swim Team Families with teen or tween babysitters to have their children 

participate in fundraising by donating their time on May 8th to babysit for parents attending 
this event.  This is a terrific way for our older swimmers to support their team.    

Thank you again for giving us feedback through the Swim Team Fundraising Survey. The 
fundraising committee and the Swim Team Parent Managers would like to share some 
general results:
 
• The survey went out to 100 email addresses with 59 people completing the survey.
• Revenue from the auction has been declining over the last 3 years.
• The average attendance for the auction over the last 3 years was 58% but 100% of families 

paid for the auction tickets.
• 50% of respondents indicated they would attend the auction on May 8.
 
In 2009:
38% purchased some or all of their required $50 item.
13% paid the $75 buy out.
30% spent an additional $150-$200 for items at the auction.
41% indicated that they would prefer a set fee for fundraising.
